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As a girl herself, the author understands how isolating feelings of love and pain of rejection can be for young girls. Friends seem much more interested in keeping track of "who loves who" and the identity of many crushes remain a secret. Family members either seem to adopt the "isn't that cute" stance or tease. But, these feelings are real and significantly shape lives, teaching a great deal about self, life dreams, and qualities needed in a lifetime mate.
